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OVERSEAS APPLICATIONS
Another year is nearly over and this past year there has been many changes occurring within NZATS.
Now that we are a regulated body in New Zealand, NZATS will no longer be the decision makers concerning registration of overseas applicants wanting to acquire work in NZ.  This is now the responsibility of the Medical Sciences Council of NZ.
At this point I would like to thank those on the Overseas Registration Committee, Ted Hughes, Julie Bromley and Simon Donald, who have put in many personal hours up to 31st May this year, regarding the assessment process of the overseas applications for registration in New Zealand. Their service to NZATS has been invaluable and much appreciated. 
There has also been many others who are due thanks for giving of their time and expertise in this registration process over the preceding years.  Thanks to all concerned. 
As of last November until 31st May 2011 we had 18 overseas application packs sent out. 
 We had 15 completed applications accepted for registration before 31st May, a number of which had been started late last year. 
Due to the deadline of completion of 31st May some were unable to complete the process and now be required to go through the Medical Sciences Council to get registration for working in New Zealand.

NEW ZEALAND REGISTRATIONS
TRAINEES: For the year 2011-2012, we have had total of 101 trainees registered.
23 - 1st year, 30 - 2nd year, 45 - 3rd year.
Some of these are now qualified since passing their final exams - congratulations to those ones.
 For those that have sat and passed their final exams, Please complete a qualified registration form and send in and then your new APC with your qualified number on it can be sent out. 
2 trainees lost clinical hours in their training due to not registering within the 60 day grace period. This will now extend the training time for them.  Please, remind your trainees to register within the time stipulated so that they are not subjected to this loss.
With the loss of 3 new Trainees this year who have opted out of their training and 9 trainees from last year who have not re-register this year.  
All those training need our support and encouragement as they work hard to obtain this qualification. Please support the trainees as we all remember how difficult the time was for us juggling study and work.

QUALIFIED:  550 Qualified Technicians have registered for this year, up from last year by 24. This number includes the new registrants from overseas. This is a great response to staying registered each year. 

CURRENTLY OVERSEAS: 7 Technicians registered to stay on the register.
