Students need to ensure that when studying for registration exams they practice writing things down, your answers need to be legible and with correct spelling. Another point to note, there was concern that the students are not reading the questions properly.
Be specific when writing down your points, do not use the same answers or generalisations for numerous questions, the examiners will be looking for a different answer to each question.

Examiners also noted that students seemed unfamiliar with checking their machine in blocks. Due to the structure of the OCSES it is important that students practice each test individually.
